Sermon Questions

A Man Like No Other: Following Jesus through Mark’s Gospel

The Sending of the Twelve

1. Describe a time when you were in need and didn’t see where your provision would come from.  How did God meet your need?  If He didn’t meet it as you had hoped, how did He meet you?  
2. Read Mark 6.1-13 and 30 

3. Jesus called the disciples away from their former lives, he lived with them modeling the message of the kingdom, and then he sent them out.  
4. Looking at your pilgrimage in the faith, who has been the person or persons who have come along side you to help you see your gifts (calling), modeled the faith, and challenged you to go out expressing truth and love – listening to your stories as you came back?  
5. How do you think this life along side life (‘with me”) living was and continues to be to your growth in Christ likeness?  For some of you that has never happened.  If that’s you, why hasn’t it happened?  What benefit could there be in praying for and then inviting someone to walk along side you as a spiritual friend/mentor?  
6. What did Jesus’ disciples have to believe before they stepped out in faith?  What did they not know, had they not personally experienced, until they took this step of faith?   [How do you think it went for the guy paired up with Judas?] 

7. Read John 20.21.  How will we respond to Jesus’ charge?  Who will help you live faithfully and continue to respond in faith – so that the world might know?
