Sunday, April 01, 2007 – Jesus a Man Like No Other
 
Mark 1.1-11 
 
1. What’s the most initially “random” event you’ve ever experienced that God reversed and used to draw you closer to Himself? 
2. Read Mark 11.1-11; Zechariah 9.9-10, and Psalm 118.24-25. 
3. Why does Jesus take the path he takes into Jerusalem; stop to “hail a taxi”, and allow himself to be received as a King?   

4. Where were the people right to respond to Him like this?  But how were they wrong at the same time?  And what of their expectation of Him needed to be radically, almost impossibly, rethought?  Without a resurrection and the Spirit, do you think they ever could have made the jump?  Why or why not? 
5.  How about you – what are your expectations of Jesus?  Do you expect Him to do all the serving, all the meeting of needs?  Are there areas of your life that look like it?  What about control and randomness – are you willing to let go and invite God to have His way in you?  Talk openly about areas of you life that you struggle to yield to God.  What would mean for you to yield to God?  What holds you back? 
6. What’s the posture of your heart as you enter the Easter season?  Are you open to a fresh work of God in you?  How can someone in your sphere, this group, help you by walking with you, and uphold you in prayer?  Don’t go it alone.  Be bold.  Take a risk.  Let God surprise you and draw you closer!
