1. Describe a time when someone went out of their way to start a relationship with you.  How did that make you feel?  Describe another time when you felt intentionally left out?  Tell us how that felt also. 
2. Read Dt. 10.17-21 and Eph. 2.11-22 

3. What is displayed in these verses about the heart of God toward the foreigner or alien among us? 
4. As children of God who are called, by the Spirit’s power, to reflect His nature to the world, what are the two “whys” (from Dt.) that should inform our hearts response?  
5. It’s likely that most who receive this email or white.  That’s my assumption in the following questions.  Do you think racism is still a problem in America?  Some would say that the “sins” of the past have been addressed and that African-Americans make too much of racism?  After this morning, what would your response to this be?  Is that response different than it would have been before the message and interaction with Wes? 
6. Are there ways to address the racial divide that exists in Greater Lafayette?  What of Wes’s suggestions could you implement and Covenant implement?  What do you think would be the result? 

7. Would you agree with this statement: “I’m uncomfortable talking with my colleagues of color because I’m concerned that I’ll say something offensive”?  Did the interaction lessen this?  How or how not?  
8. Inequalities: again what did you hear Wes and David express that you could implement, our community could implement, or our society could implement?  
9. What sort of bridges, be they service, kindness, assistance, etc, would God have you build, have us together build?
