(Think of Wolsey’s to Thomas More, “You are a constant disappointment to me with your excessive moral squint.”) 
6. Consider Martin Luther King’s statement, “Our lives begin to end the day we become silent about things that matter.”  In your sphere, what’s the price, or the perceived price, for standing?  How do you know how you’re doing?  
7. What was the basis for Hananiah, Mishael and Azariah’s bravery?  How did they become like this?  

8. If you have children, assess their given personality in light of the call to full allegiance.  How can they be encouraged and helped to be like these three young men?
